Driver/navigator roles skit

 

Act 1: The wrong way to drive

Person 1 (enters the room): Hey…wanna go to Disney World? 

Person 2: OK!

Person 1: Let's take my car.

 

(Person 1 and 2 pretends to open car doors and get inside.)

(Person 1 sits down in the driver's seat and Person 2 sits in the navigator's seat.)

(Person 1 pretends to drive.)

 

Person 1: Hey, is that the edge of a cliff? Should I turn left or right? Left?

Person 2: No, I think it's right.

(Persons 1 and 2 argues briefly)

Person 1: I have a map in the back of the car. Here, hold the steering wheel.

(Person 2 panicks as s/he grabs the wheel)

(Person 1 turns around and rummages around on the floor)

Person 1 (looks up) + Person 2: Aaaahhh!!! (as they drive off the cliff)

 

Debrief: What did Person 1 and Person 2 do wrong? What should they have done instead?

 

Act 2: The right way to drive

(ask for student volunteer to be Person 3)

 

Person 1: Hi, Person 3, ready to go to the hospital to see Person 2? A terrible accident - so sad. So, do you have the map and directions? Let's take my car.

 

(repeats Act 1 of getting into car, etc.)

 

Person 1: Hey, is that the edge of a cliff? Should I turn left or right?

Person 2 (consults map): Right.

Person 1: Well, I think it's left but you're the one with the map so right it is.

Person 1: Whew we made it. It's very generous of you to volunteer to donate a kidney to Person 2. Well, let's go inside.

 

Review the rules for driver and navigator on the poster.

 

Driver:

Controls the mouse and keyboard.

Asks the Navigator for directions.

Listens to the Navigator's directions.

 

Navigator:

Consults the handouts.

Gives verbal directions.

Can also point to the screen.
